Greetings to you all .It has always been
a custom or tradition for Zambia Police Service
to highlight the events that take place quarterly.
Due to unforeseen circumstances we were not
able to do this in the first quarter this year.

ADMINISTRATION

You recall in the last edition, | did mention of
persuading government to allow us recruit
constables to increase our manpower which
has slowly been decreasing due to retirements,
deaths, resignations etc.

Initially, we had requested government to
recruit 2000 recruit constables for training. This
was not easy as the government had already
advised all government institutions to hold
on to any form of recruitment for this year
because of budgetary constraints. Fortunately
the government reconsidered our request and
allowed us to recruit 1000 new positions and
a further 200 positions as replacements due
to wastage. We therefore have a total of 1200
recruits in our training institutions who are
undergoing vigorous training, to prepare them
for unforeseen challenges ahead of us.

Additionally we have also had various
manpower developments in the field of training
in subjects related to police work. It is our
intention to continue retraining our existing
staff to cope up with new forms of crime such as
cyber crime, human trafficking and intellectual
property which have emerged on the scene.

OPERATIONAL LOGISTICS

We are grateful to government for their
continued effort to purchase motor vehicles
for use by Zambia Police Service. Recently they
purchased twenty, 4 x 4 toyota land cruisers
which we have already started distributing to
various stations. Money has also been released
to purchase more of these motor vehicles and
tender procedures are in process.

Furthermore, the government has bought
eighty-eight 4 x 4 troop carriers from United
Kingdom. These have a seating capacity of
forty officers and are in transit to Zambia. On
arrival they will be distributed to all Divisions
and Units throughout the country. | have no
doubt in my mind that these trucks will reduce
the impact felt by police on the movement of
police officers in times of crisis.

Am happy to mention that the water canons the
government purchased arrived and have been
distributed strategically in Lusaka and at the
Copperbelt. These are expensive equipments
and are a non lethal means of policing riotous
crowds.

MESSAGE FROM THE INSPECTOR
GENERAL OF POLICE

CHALLENGES

Presidential and General Elections.

Zambia Police Service is happy and encouraged
that members of the public including non-
governmental organisations, churches and
some political parties are advocating for
peaceful tripartite elections this year. For this
reason the Police service plans to interact with
all stake holders to chat the way forward on this
matter. We stand by those who want peaceful
elections. Zambia should continue to excel as a
perfect model of holding peaceful elections in
the region.

Preparations are underway and already two
workshops for Senior Police Commanders
have been held in Chisamba and Chaminuka
to discuss the matter. At Chaminuka a hand
book titled “Policing elections in Zambia” was
formulated. This hand book is envisaged to
serve as a teaching aid and a guide to each and
every police officer. We also intend to meet all
stake holders such as:
I.  Non governmental organisations.
IIl.  The church.
lll.  The mediaand
IV. The political parties.
This will be done in order to chat the way
forward towards having peaceful tripartite
election.
The handbook contains lectures on:
I.  Democratic elections and human rights.
IIl. International, regional and national
standards relevant to elections.
lll. Crowd management.
IV.  Use of force and firearms.
V. Duties and responsibilities of the police
during the electoral process.
VI. Conflict management and resolution, and
VII. Police powers of arrest, detention, search
and seizure.

My message to all police officers is to avoid
at all costs engaging in all forms of political
campaigns direct or indirect.

Members of the public expect us to be impartial,
without which our involvement could be a
recipe for discontent among political players
and could lead to violence.

| must repeat that Zambians want peaceful
elections.

Accommodation

Accommodation in the Zambia Police Service
is a challenge. We are however grateful to
government for embarking on the construction
of houses for police officers as witnessed by
some of you on the Copperbelt, Livingstone,
Chipata and Kasama. We now have a total of
500 houses that have been constructed by the
government. Like it is said that a journey of a
thousand miles begins with the first step, we are
convinced that the government will continue
to build houses for police officers through out
the country.

Training

Training in the Zambia Police Service also poses
a challenge in that most of the infrastructure
in our three training institutions is undergoing
renovation and in some cases inadequate
compared to acceptable international
standards.

What is gratifying however is that government
is giving them attention. For instance the
government has just purchased 1000 executive
chairs and tables for use in the three training
institutions. Of these 500 have already been
delivered and distributed to lilayi and Kamfinsa,
while the remaining 500 will be shared among
the three institutions. These are going to
replace the old chairs and desks that have
been repaired over the years and are no longer
serviceable.

Dining hall number one at Lilayi Police College
has been renovated and refurbished with
dining tables and chairs. We hope to purchase
more in order to adequately cater for a good
number of recruits at a time.

The Zambia police Standing orders and
Instruction books which were revised in 2008
and 2009 have been printed and are being
distributed to all divisions and units. These
will enable us conduct police examinations
which were abandoned because of lack of
these text books. All police officers should take
keen interest in reading and sitting for these
examinations. Examinations passed will serve
as qualification for promotion to various ranks.

Uniforms

Although this is a challenge we are progressing
well. A consignment of blue and green combat
uniforms for mobile and para-military arrived,
these have been distributed to units concerned.
We await the ceremonial uniforms for our
police brace bands which have already been
purchased from Kenya.

Ankle boots have already been distributed
to some Divisions. These however were not
enough, but it is gratifying that government has
released funds towards the purchasing of more
boots and the process is already underway. The
khaki uniforms for general duties officers is also
being purchased although we still have some
in stock.

Zambia Police Service has also purchased 2000
pairs of suits (both for women and men) from
India and the contract to supply has already
been signed. These are expected within two
months time in the country and are to be
distributed to our plain clothed police officers.

Lastly but not the least, Zambia Police Service
is indebted to the government and people of
Zambia for the developments that are taking
place in the service.

On a lighter note Zambia Police Service
continue to cherish her position as chair of
the Southern African Regional Police Chiefs
Cooperation Organisation (SARPCCO) to which
am the current chair. Our contributions to
peace have been noted by the Southern African
Region who have congratulated us.

Mr Lungu said during an election period
people’s emotions are very high making
it difficult for the police to maintain law
and order.

I NDISCIPLINE and unprofessionalism

The minister was speaking recently
during the senior commanders’
conference which was held at Ibis
Gardens in Chisamba whose theme was
“Policing for violent free 2011 presidential
and general elections.”

“Such a scenario would not just be an
embarrassment to the Zambia police
service itself but would also dent your
image and erode public confidence in
the service. It is important therefore to

reflect on this issue, very seriously and
ensure that professional conduct and
impartiality are exhibited at all times,” Mr
Lungu said.

He cited practices such as officers
participating in partisan politics as one
of unprofessional conduct saying, “Those
who will be found wanting risk being
dismissed.”

Mr Lungu said the duty of police officers
during elections was to maintain law
and order thereby provide an enabling
environment for political players to
campaign without fear.

The minister advised commanders to
come up with best strategies of handling
and managing elections which will
enhance professional policing in order to
attain violent free elections.

“As you focus on the forthcoming
elections, do not neglect to continue with
your usual police duties to ensure that
law and order is maintained, so that the
Zambian people can continue with their
everyday business in peace,” Mr Lungu
said.

He called on the citizens to cooperate
with the police during the electoral
process saying, “Leaders of all political
parties, their followers, civil society
organizations and all concerned should
preach peace from now onwards, as most
of them have done in the past.”

And speaking earlier at the same
occasion, Inspector General of Police,

Mr Francis Kabonde said thanked His
Excellence the President of the Republic
of Zambia Mr Rupiah Bwezani Banda for
his vigorous campaign against violence
and hoped that other stakeholders will
emulate him.

Mr Kabonde said Zambia Police has
experienced human resource that will put
up adequate measures so as to hold the
presidential and general elections under
the watchful eye.

“Officers assembled here are provincial
commanders, their divisional criminal
and intelligence officers. They have
provided security to previous presidential
and general elections before and are
conversant with problems in their areas,
hence better placed to plan for peaceful
elections in their areas this year," he said.
Mr Kabonde warned those advocating
for violence to reflect the consequences
that come with it as it was retrogressive
to democratic process saying, “Violence
has a devastating effect on development,
peace and tranquility of a country.”

VISITS ZAMBIA

recently visited Zambia to assess
the progress that has been achieved after
the nearing of the end of a five years
memorandum of understanding (MOU)
between Saint Johns Cymru wales and
Saint Johns wales Zambia.
“I came here to review whether the last
five years of the MOU have really born
fruits. This visit will determine whether we
as Saint Johns wales will go forward, “said
Dr Broughton.

Saint Johns Cymru wales is one of the
leading charities in the provision of
voluntary first aid support. It is also the
leading provider of first aid training

in wales and also operates a patient
transport service from hospital to home.
Currently Saint Johns has its presence in
42 countries.

Among the many benefits that this MOU
brought to this nation was the training
of school children, Police officers, drivers,
and community based youths in the area
of first aid.

During his tour, the Chief Commander
paid a courtesy visit at police
headquarters and was met by the

Commissioner of Police, Mr Grapheal
Musamba.

The chief Commander was accompanied
by the Chief Executive Officer of saint
Johns Zambia, Mrs Caroline Mweemba
who reviewed that not only does the
saint Johns Zambia train school going
children, drivers and community based
youths in first aid, but also that saint
Johns has been training Police officers
in first aid and trained instructors from
police college in defensive driving.

She explained that the visit by the

Chief Commander was meant to

assess whether the activities that were
outlined in the MOU between the

two sister organisations have been
achieved especially now that the

period of the MOU was now coming to

an end. “Currently there are on going
programmes with the police in the area of
training,” said Mrs Mweemba.

Mrs Mweemba also explained currently
Saint Johns ambulance Zambia was
facing a problem of communication
between police stations and hospitals as
there are also involved in rendering life
serving skills to casualties in form of first
aid. She further appealed to the Chief

Commander of Saint Johns to help them
purchase resuscitation kits that should be
used by trained technicians and first aid
training materials for police recruits in the
next five years MOU programme.

She went on to say that previously

her organisation used to issue first aid
booklets to police trainee recruits. And
that in the next five years to come her
organisation intends to open a branch

at lilayi training police college with a
black box that will be monitored by their
staff. During the same period plans are
under way to have another branch of her
organisation to be opened on the copper
belt.

And speaking when he received the
delegation Commissioner of Police, Mr
Grapheal Musamba thanked the chief
commander for having taken such a
long journey just to come and see for
himself the projects being undertaken
by Saint Johns Zambia, which in turn are
benefiting Zambian Police Officers in
the area of first aid among other many
beneficiaries. "Its good that you have
covered such a long distance to come
here and we hope we will continue to
compliment each other in this area of life
serving skills. We look forward to many
more engagements.” said Mr Musamba.

Kabonde, says job description in the Police
Service assists in the recruitment and
deployment of officers.
Mr.Kabonde said it also makes it easy for
supervisors to assess their subordinates
according to the way they perform their duties.

INSPECTOR General of Police, Mr. Francis

The police chief was speaking recently in a
speech read on his behalf by Commissioner of
Police, MrGraphael Musamba, when he officially
opened a workshop on Job Description which
was held at Lusaka’s Lafe Hotel.

“Supervisors can gauge employees’
performance against job description and
provide corrective guidance if an officer is
performing below par,” Mr. Kabonde said.

He said currently very few positions have job
descriptions which have been spelt out in the
standing orders and these include divisional
commanders, district commanders and officers
in charge.

Mr. Kabonde revealed that in 2002 a combined
team of officers from cabinet office and police
came up with a restructuring report with
recommendations some of which have been
implemented. One of them is that qualifications
for new entrants to the Police Service have
been raised from grade nine to grade twelve
and those who already specialized skills in
the service have been upgraded in order to
enhance efficiency and effectiveness in the
service.

“We no longer recruit officers with grade
nine certificates. Some of those who joined
the police with grade nine certificates have
upgraded their qualifications,” he said.

The police chief urged participants produce a
document that would shape the destiny of the
police service as it is one of the prerequisites for
restructuring according to the Public Service
Reform Programme launched in 1993.

“The document you are going to produce
should stand a test of time. It should also be
a document that can be defended when we
present it to cabinet,” Mr.Kabonde said.

TRANS NATIONAL CRIMES
WORRY- JPC

OTSWANA/  ZAMBIA  Joint
Permanent Commission on
Defence and Security has

expressed concern over the escalating
number of transnational crimes
between the two countries.

The commission has observed that
if the trend is left unabated, it will
continue to be a security threat
between the two countries.

The commission cited transnational
crimes, such as motor vehicle thefts,
drug and human trafficking, illegal
migration, smuggling of goods,
poaching, and other forms of crime,
as the ones that have continued to
pose security problems for the two
countries.

This was contained in a press release
which was made available to Police
News by the commission’s secretariat
at the closure of the 16" session of the
Botswana/Zambia Joint Permanent
Commission on Defence and Security
which was held in Lusaka recently.

It has then called on the concerned
security institutions in both countries
to come up with joint practical
strategies aimed at curbing these
crimes.

The commission also re-affirmed
the importance of resolving security
concerns along the common border
and between the two countries as
it would tighten the existing strong
relationship for defence and security
services.

It further commended Zambia for her
efforts in finding solutions to political
challenges facing the region in her
capacity as chair of the Southern
African Development Community
(SADC) Organ on Politics, Defence and
Security Co-operation.

The delegation of the Republic of
Botswana was led by Acting Minister
of Defence, Justice and Security,
honourable Edwin Batshu and
included Minister of Labourand Home
Affairs, Honourable Letlhogonolo
Siele and other senior government
officials.

comprised of Minister of Defence,
Honourable.

dynamic and fluid Legal environment
which calls for them to continuously hone
their skills.

Mr. Kabonde said that it was imperative
for prosecutors to continue improving
their skills and their understanding of the
Law they are mandated to implement.

He was speaking at a certificate
presentation  ceremonyfollowing the
completion of training of 26 Zambia police
prosecutors sponsored by the Access
to Justice programme held at Zambia
Institute of Advanced Legal Education
(ZIALE) recently
“The state has lost some important
cases simply due to sheer incompetence
exhibited on the part of prosecutors.
Consequently, the state keeps losing a lot
of money in civil litigation, he noted.

He expressed gratitude to ZIALE for
conducting the prosecutors course which
he said was an additional to the two
other two courses on basic and advanced
Prosecutors course offered at the National
Institute of Public Administration (NIPA).

“l can not overemphasize the value that the
seasoned members of the Judiciary and
other lecturers tutored our officers. The
prosecutors have benefited immensely
from their wealth of experience and
practice’, he said.

He thanked the Access to Justice
Programme for sponsoring the course
adding that the Zambia Police service had
significantly benefited from the support
rendered under capacity building aimed
at enhancing its public delivery.

Speaking earlier the Director of Public
Prosecutions, Mr. ....Mchenga, S.C said
he was prosecutors had gained a lot of
knowledge and hoped that they would
improve in the way they have been
presenting cases before court.

“I also learnt a lot from them that will
inspire me in ensuring that prosecutors
work in a conducive manner’, he said.

OF SARPCCO

he day of 26th January 2011
Twill go down in the history of

this nation as the day when the
Inspector General of Zambia Police,
Mr Francis Kabonde took over the
chairmanship of the Southern African
Regional Police Chiefs Cooperation
Organisation (SARPCCO) from his
South Africa counterpart the National
Police Commissioner of South African
Police Services, General Bheki Cele.
This is the second time that Zambia
has assumed the chairmanship since
SARPCCO’s formation in 1995.
Speaking at the SARPCCO extra
ordinary meeting when he took
over the Chairmanship of SARPCCO
Mr.Kabonde said that sinceitinception
in 1995, SARPCCO has added an
important dimension in fighting both
domestic and international crimes in
the southern africa region. And said
that this is attributed to the training
programmes offered to police officers,
joint operations and legal initiatives
that SARPCCO has been exploring.

Mr Kabonde further said that the
integration of SARPCCO into the
structures of Southern African
Development Community (SADC) had
been characterised with confusion
and uncertainty on a number of issues.
However he was quick to point out
that he was glad that in the spirit of
oneness member countries attended
the extra ordinary meeting and this
showed the seriousness that member
countries attached to the well being
of this organisation.

“Drugs and human beings are
increasingly being trafficked through
our region. This has the potential to
distabilise our nations and undermine
the rule of law” said Mr.Kabonde.
He went on to say that the task of
ensuring that investments, people
and their properties are protected
and thereby fulfilling a very important
role in national development squarely
lay on SARPCCO.

The new chairman of SARPCCO
said that he had no doubt that
the citizenry in SARPCCO member
countries appreciated the work being
done by this security organisation
and are willing to compliment its

effort in fighting crime. He added
that SARPCCO and INTERPOL have
provided a platform for dismantling
international crime syndicates such
as motor vehicle thefts, human
trafficking ,money laundering,
trafficking in light weapons and small
arms.

Mr.Kabonde also pledged to continue
fighting these atrocious crimes,
provide necessary training to police
officers, conducting joint operations
and sharing legal initiatives during his
tenure of office.

The history of SARPCCO dates back
to the year 1994 at a meeting held
at Mananga Management Centre, in
Swaziland, on 23rd September,1994,
when Senior Police Executives, met
and resolved to continue the action
of the former Front Line Chiefs of
Police Co-operation, and that this
organisation body be known as
the Southern African Police Chiefs
Cooperation Organisation (SARPCCO).

From 8th to 12th May 1995,
during the Harare Regional Police
Workshop, delegates considered
the Swaziland resolution and
made recommendations on the
establishment of appropriate regional
consultative structures and funding
thereof.

In the same year and from 31st
July 1995 to 1st August 1995 at
Victoria Falls, the Southern Africa

Regional Police Chiefs held a follow
up conference. During this meeting
they finally adopted the Swaziland
resolutions and decided to put it
before the Ministerial Meeting on the
establishment of the International
Criminal Police Organisation (ICPO)-
Interpol Sub-Regional Bureau for
Southern Africa, and also on SARPCCO.

The Ministers adopted these
recommendations during the
Ministerial Meetingonthe 2nd August,
1995 at the Elephant Hotel Victoria
Falls, Zimbabwe. The Government of
the Republic of Zimbabwe offered to
finance the construction of premises
housing the Sub-Regional Bureau.

Then the Heads of Criminal
Investigating Departments under
SARPCCO first met from 5th to 6th
February 1996 at Escom Conference
centre, Pretoria South Africa. The
following yearagain atthe samevenue
from 5th to 8th November 1997 the
first official SARPCCO, Workshop was
held. The ICPO-Interpol Sub Regional
Bureau started functioning on the 3rd
February 1997 whilst the Secretariat
of SARPCCO started functioning on
the 17th February 1997.

The Regional Bureau, which is situated
on the 4th Floor, Greenbridge,
Eastgate Shopping Centre, Harare,
Zimbabwe, was officially opened by
President of Zimbabwe His Excellence
Robert Mugabe on 1st October 1997.
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he Zambian Government in
Tconjunction with the Korean

Government will soon embark on a
project of installing a new communication
system connecting all departments in
the Ministry of Home Affairs in a quest
to enhance emergency communication
system.

This communication systemwhose core
objective is to network all departments
in the ministry is said to be effective in life
saving in emergency situations.
Explaining in an interview with Police
News  recently, Information  and
Technology Assistant Director, Joel Njase
said a delegation from Zambia had earlier
visited Korea to do a feasibility study on
the Emergency Information Management
Systems (EMIS) for the Ministry of Home
Affairs.

Mr.Njase said it was after this visit that a
team of engineers from Korea led by a
Dr Wu visited Zambia to do site visits to
acquaint themselves with the situation on
the ground.

“The project would be donein three
phases of communications, infrastructure
and capacity building. This equipment
to be brought is a trunked radio system
whichwill be able to connect Police
Headquarters to all police stations and
posts in Lusaka as well as all departments
under the Ministry of Home Affairs’, he
said.

This phase will also include linking of
Police Divisional Headquarters to Police
Service Headquarters through Zamtel
fiber optic Network.

Added Mr. Njase: “This system has proved
to be effective in South Korea in enhancing
communication among officers on patrols
and control centers as well as in public
safety and emergency communication.

The purpose of Trunked Radio System is
to bring all departments in the Ministry
of Home Affairs under one platform by
use of professional mobile radios other
than the existing communication where

each department has an independent
communication.

Additional features of this communication
system are that it has security and privacy,
efficient use of the frequency spectrum,
emergency location system, has a video
surveillance and it is a multi service
capability meaning that it can handle
fax,voice and data and has multi-channel
functionality.

Other benefits of this communication
system are that it can bring about
harmonization of emergency
communication system through
coordinated response for public security
and safety, reduction on telephone bills
in the Ministry as most official information
can be done on this private network and
can bring about improved services and
productivity.

Among the places visited are Chelston
Police, Chongwe, University Teaching
Hospital (UTH) Police Post, Airpot Division,
Lusaka Division, Central Division and
Police Service Headquarters.

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OVERNMENT has allocated K14.7
Gbillion to Zambia Police for

the construction of a modern
Forensic Laboratory, says Home Affairs
minister Mr. Mkhondo Lungu.
Mr. Lungu said the new forensic
laboratory  will provide accurate
scientific investigations as opposed to
the current infrastructure which has
inadequate equipment.

The minister was speaking during the
2010 Zambia Police superior officers’
annual ball which was held at Lusaka’s
Sandy’s Creation.

“The new forensic laboratory will
provide a favorable environment for
conducting scientific investigations. At
the moment the existing infrastructure
does not support the conducting of
such investigations in an efficient
manner. For this reason government
has allocated K14.7 billion for the
construction of the forensic laboratory,”
Mr. Lungu said.

He however, urged officers to be more
vigilant this year as the country goes
for tripartite elections if the country
was going to continue enjoying peace

adding that government will continue
to support the police service with
appropriate logistics for officers to
discharge their duties proficiently.

“To this effect government has allocated
about K2 billion towards public order
maintenance operations and another
K2 billion towards the purchase of more
riot equipment,” Mr. Lungu said.

The police chief said as a general rule,
police will not participate in political
campaigns but will provide an enabling
environment for politicians to do their
business.

to other higher institutions

to enable officers to graduate with
recognized qualifications, say Inspector
General of police Mr .Francis Kabonde.

Mr. Kabonde noted that training of Police
officers should not only be confined to
police instructors but that the institutions
should extend the lecturing to other
professionals such as Lawyers.

He said elections are held in a day
but if not properly handled, they
can cause destruction and suffering
which can take many years to subdue
adding that elections should not
cause Zambians to resort to violence
regardless of political or religious
affiliation.

“It is because of this danger that |
would like to urge all stakeholders,
political parties, civil society and
other interest groups to work closely
will ECZ to attain a free 2011 tripartite
elections,” Mr Kabonde said.

He said political parties are expected
to preach peace during public
meetings as they seek support for
their parties and candidates.

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A LOOK AT CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE

hat is sexual abuse?
Sexual abuse is when a Child’s
sexual integrity is abused or

a Child is used in sexual activities e.g.
Defilement, Child Prostitution, Incest,
Child Pornography, Masturbation and
Indecent assault.

Few cases of Child sexual abuse have been
reported, but the number of unreported
cases is far greater because the children
are afraid to tell anyone what happened to
them. These abuses occur in communities.
This problem shouldtherefore be identified
in order to stop abuse stopped and help
give the affected children professional
help because the long term emotional and
psychological damage of sexual abuse can
be devastating to the Child.

Child sexual abuse can take place within
the Family, by a Parent, Step-parent,
and Guardian, Sibling or other Relatives
or outside the home, e.g. by a Friend,
Neighbor, Child care person, Teacher or
stranger. When sexual abuse has occurred,
a Child can develop a variety of distressing
feelings, thoughts and behaviors.

The Child of five or older who knows and
cares for the abuser becomes trapped
between affection and loyalty for the
person and the sense that the sexual
activities are terribly wrong. If the child
tries to break away from the sexual
relationship, the abuser may threaten the
child with violence or loss of love. When
sexual abuse occurs within the family,

the child may fear the anger, jealousy or
shame of other family members, or be
afraid the family will break up if the secret
is told.

No Child is psychologically prepared to
cope with repeated sexual stimulation.
Even a two or three year old, who cannot
know that sexual activity is wrong, will
develop problems resulting from the
inability to cope with the over stimulation.
The Child who is the victim of prolonged
sexual abuse usually develops low self-
esteem, a feeling of worthlessness and an
abnormal or distorted view of sex.

Some children who have been sexually
abused have difficulty relating to
others on sexual terms. Some sexually
abused children become child abusers
or prostitutes, or have other serious
problems when they reach adulthood.

An abused Child’s reaction depending on

their experience and how it is dealt with,

vary a lot. The Child ‘sreaction could be;

*  Fear, Insecurity, less sleep,

*  Feeling dirt, spoiled anddisgraced.

*  Feeling of quilt, shame
andembarrassment

*  Confusion

*  Bed wetting and anxiety

*  Fear of Internal damage

e Withdrawal

*  Regressive behavior

e Self-destructive behavior

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CAMPAIGN FOR PEACEFULL 2011 ELECTIONS
PROJECT LAUNCHED

Recently, a project on policing
elections called election Related
program of support for Training for
Law Enforcement agencies in Zambia
was launched at Pamodzi hotel and in
attendance were all stake holders in
elections such as political parties, the
civil Society, church mother Bodies, the
Zambia police and electoral commission
of Zambia.

The main objective of this project is to
have a peaceful 2011 election. In insuring
that this is achieved, all stakeholders
have been brought on board and one
of its kinds is capacity building of police
officers to administer and efficiently
police the election through re- training
programs.

To bring this mission to accomplishment,
Zambia Police has joined hands with
the Electoral Commission of Zambia
(ECZ) with support from United Nations
Development Program (UNDP).

One of the several activities under the
project is to enhance maximum capacity
building of all police officers at all levels
through re-training programs so as
to acquaint them with what they are
expected of during the election period.

The project further aims at bringing
together all stakeholders involved
in elections in championing for an
incidence free election. All stakeholders
are being reminded that they should
be ambassadors of peace during the
campaign period, during elections and
after the results are announced.

The community has also been brought
on board through  community
sensitization and officers are expected
to reach out to communities and share
with them benefits of holding peaceful
elections and their need to say no to
electoral violence.

Each stake holder should realise that
it has a major role to play during the
forthcoming elections. Police officers
are expected to help protect the security
and the integrity of the electoral process
at all levels while the civil society
organizations are expected to conduct
and coordinate civic and voter education
that focuses on conflict prevention and
not issuing statements that can promote
anarchy.

Furthermore, Political parties are
expected to sensitize their members
on the need for peaceful elections. It
is the obligation of political leaders
to inculcate a spirit of peace in their
members. It is easy for leaders to
influence their supporters. If a message
of peace comes from a political leader,
the rest of the members would take heed
of the pronouncement unlike when it is
done by any other person.

In preparation for peaceful forthcoming
elections, the Zambia Police service in
collaboration with the ECZ have designed
atraining manual and a pocket book that
would help police officers understand
their roles in policing and the protection
of the citizen’s rights before, during and
after elections and also in carrying out
their role as preservers of peace in the
context of heightened tension during
the election period.

Topics covered in the hand book include

. Democratic elections and Human
rights

+ International, regional and national
standards relevant to policing

- Administration of public order act

«  Conflict management and
resolution

. Duties and responsibilities of the
police before, during and after
elections and

. Community policing.

These books were adopted at a
Commanders handbooks validation
Workshop which was held in Lusaka
as a guide for re- training programs
and as a guide during election period
respectively. Without commitment from
all sectors of the police the developed
books will only be a white -elephant.

This project therefore, calls for dedication
of all police officers and all stakeholders
if it is to hold water. All police officers are
expected to move together with one
motion which will in the end help the
Zambia Police service achieve acommon
goal of providing security during this
period.

During the official closing of this
commanders’  workshop, Inspector
General of police, Mr. Francis Kabonde
assured the nation that having evaluated
the level of preparedness by all the
provincial commanding officers, the
Zambia Police can confidently say that

it is getting ready to police the 2011
tripartite elections free of violence. His
appeal was to members of public to
cooperate with the police in ensuring
that the elections are peaceful.

My appeal is for all police officers to
share in the vision of conducting a
peaceful election by ensuring that they
implement what would be taught to
them during the re-training programs.
Police officers will only effectively police
elections if they stayed away from active
politics and do what they are expected
to do as police officers.

Do not be in vanguard provoking the
situation; exhibit your professionalism in
your actions. Once you do that, then all
efforts by commanders, other concerned
organizations and people of good will to
have violence free elections will come to
fruition.

uring winter months, Burns cases
Dare usually on the increase in

hospitals and homes. Burns injuries
are often a horrifying and stressing ailment
because of its tendency incapacitate the
victim both emotion and physically. Burns
may be fatal or may leave permanent
disfigurement and require long period of
rehabilitation or treatment.

In simple terms burns are injuries caused
by heat, chemicals, electricity and friction.
Rarely burns can also be caused by
excessive exposure to sunlight. The most
common of these is heat which can either
be liquid or dry heat. As earlier mentioned,
burns caused by heat are more common
in the cold season as people try to keep
themselves warm.

When we talk about burns, we are taking

about destructions to the skin and the

underlying structures. When in tacked, the

skin performs the following functions.

¢ It covers the nerve endings so that we
don't feel pain when in contact with
an object or someone

% Regulate body temperature. For
example when it is cold the skin
will close off its pores so that heat is
not lost to the environment when.
Likewise, when it is hot the skin will
open these pores to allow heat to
come out and cool the body through
sweating

< If unbroken the skin also protects
the body from invasion by millions of
germs that float in the air and get in
contact with the body.

Therefore, when burns occur, all the above
functions become disturbed.

Burns can be grouped into four main
categories.

These classifications will help us determine
the extent and depth of the burnt surface
area.

(1) First degree or superficial
burns.

The burnsare only confined to the top most
layers of the skin called the epidermis. The
skin has several layers before the bone. In
this kind of burns, parents or guardians
should watch for the following sign which
will help them identify whether these
burns are deep or not.

Of course there will be damages to the
skin and victim will complain of pain. The
pain is prominent because of the damage
to the nerve ending by the responsible
causative agent.

Second degree burns: These burns will
damage both the epidermis and the
dermis (second layer of the skin). Blister
and swelling of the burnt part are the
major signs people should watch for in
second degree burns.

Third degree burns: In these burns, both
the epidermis and dermis coupled with
blood vessels are burnt. The affected part
will appear white brown and the victim
will complain of less pain due to the
burning or damage of the nerves to the
area which are responsible for giving us
the sensation.

Lastly, fourth degree burns involves the
skin, all the layers of muscles and the
bone.

First Aid Treatment

Immediately a burn occurs, the victim
should be removed from the source or
cause.

If it is burns from chemicals; par clean
cold water on the affected site as some of
the chemicals may remain and continue
to burn the victim. Do not puncture the
blisters as this may predispose the burns
to becoming infected. Do not cover the
burnt surface with any piece of cloth but
instead rash the victim to the nearest
health centre for treatment. Give the
patient ORS or water to drink to prevent
shock. If burns are not treated promptly,
the following are the dangers.

(1) Pain- As we all know that any form
of injury bring with it some pain and
we also know that for us to have
these sensations, it is made possible
by the stimulation of the sensory
nerves situated just below the skin.
It is these nerves that when they are
burnt or stimulated by any injury or
disease causes a lot of pain. Therefore,
in the same vain, a person with burns
(1¢ degree and second degree) will
experience a lot of pain.

(2) Plasma loss - plasma is the white and
fluid part of the blood. it is worth

noting here that a patient with burns
does not bleed with obvious red blood
which we are all familiar with but
instead the affected part oozes water
like fluids known as plasma. With the
rapid oozing of plasma, it leaves the
blood thick with only blood cells and
it is this scenario that causes shock.
This shock called hypovoleamic shock
(shock due to reduced blood volume)
and is likely to occur within the first
48 hours if no remedial measures are
taken.

(3) Anemia. Anaemia is low blood in
the body. A victim of burns is also
likely to become anaemic due to the
destruction of red blood cells within
the involved area and disturbances
produced by the burnt cells in the
manufacturing of blood. Infection
also may lead to low blood in the
victim. Normally blood cells are
manufactured in the bone marrow
especially at the hip end where you
find soft red tissues of the long bones.

(4) Stress. This is a normal response
to situation that disturbs ones’
emotions and physical being. The
body responds stressing events by
producing certain chemicals that
disturb normal functioning of the
body.

(5) Disability. Many of us have come
across someone who had had burns
in the past and we have seen that
the skin does not return to normal
completely even after the burns
have healed The burnt area once
healed leaves a smooth and shinny
skin called scars and if no proper
rehabilitation was carried out during
the healing process they may also
cause contractures. These in turn lead
to permanent disfigurement.

It is worth noting from here that, burns
need to be cared for by qualified
persons who are taught on how to
estimate the extent and depth of the
burns. It is also important to carry out
first aid measures before transferring
the patient to the hospital. Do not
keep the burnt victim for over 24
Hours without seeking medical
attention. Do not put things like egg
York Vaseline or anything else that
has not been prescribed by the health
professionals.

Remember you can serve someone’s life
and prevent permanent disability by

adhering to the doctor’s advice.

cores of people turned up to
S give their last respect to Western

Province Commanding officer
Fabian Katiba who died after a short
iliness.
The death of Mr. Katiba was shocking
to many as it took him at a time people
less expected. The announcement of
his death left many officers and those
who knew how vibrant this command
was in his duties shocking.

Inspector General of Police Francis
Kabonde in his citation described
this Commander as courageous, hard
working, loyal and dedicated to duty.
Mr. Kabonde who was Vvisibly
devastated said it was due to the
mentioned attributes that made Mr.
Katiba popularamong ranks and file of
the Zambia Police Service particularly
the police command.

“He was always ready to handle
volatile situations and did so
satisfactorily. When the situation in
Western Province drew the attention
of the Zambian Police Service, the
name Katiba crossed the minds of
the entire Police command at police
Service Headquarters,” he said.

Added Mr. Kabonde:“it was envisaged
Katiba would not only restore order
but enhance the relationship with
the communities in Western province.
He had done this before. As could
be seen barely two months in office
this had started to manifest here in
western province in particular Mongu.
The success of the recently held
Kuomboka ceremony attest to this”.

Mr. Katiba fell ill on Tuesday 26" April

2011 and was subsequently admitted
in Lewanika General Hospital.

“I spoke to him a few hours before
he died and informed him of my
intention to evacuate him to Lusaka
of which he declined and asked me
to wait until the following day, before
this could be done he unfortunately
passed away on Wednesday, 2011
lamented Mr. Kabonde.

He added that the death of Mr. Katiba
has robbed the Zambia Police Service
of a highly experienced and robust
person difficult to replace.

“We share the grief of the loss of this
great man with the bereaved family
relatives and friends. We pray and
trust that as we mourn our departed
colleague, friend, husband and father,
the almighty God will give us the
strength and courage to face and bear
the pain of this loss.

The Late Mr. Katiba who joined the
Zambia Police Service on 1% February,
1979 was born 12% January, 1957 at
Lyamuko Village in Senanga District of
Western Province. He did his primary
and Secondary school in Sesheke.

He undertook several courses
among them Criminal investigations
prosecutions, junior and Senior
Commanders Courses.

He served as Officer in Charge
for Petauke, Chama, Mpika and
Emmasdale police Stations and as
a public prosecutor in Chipata and
Nakonde.

Mr  Katiba was also Officer
commanding for Chipata and Lusaka
urban Districts. He then became
second in Command for North
Western  Division, Commanding
officer for North Western division
and Commandingfor school of
Public Order Maintanance and latter
commanding officer for western
division.

He rose through rank and file until
2007 when he rose to Senior Assistant
Commissioner of Police, the position
he held till his demise.

He survived by a wife and three
children.
